CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH
619 "Christ died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures” (I Cor 15:3).

620 Our salvation flows from God's initiative of love for us, because "he loved us and sent his Son to be the expiation for our sins" (I Jn 4:10). "God was in Christ
reconciling the world to himself" (2 Cor 5:19).

621 Jesus freely offered himself for our salvation. Beforchand, during the Last Supper, he both symbolized this offering and made it really present: "This is my body
which is given for you" (Lk 22:19).

622 The redemption won by Christ consists in this, that he came "to give his life as a ransom for many" (Mt 20:28), that is, he "loved [his own] to the end" (Jn 13:1),
so that they might be "ransomed from the futile ways inherited from [their] fathers" (I Pt 1:18).

623 By his loving obedience to the Father, "unto death, even death on a cross" (Phil 2:8), Jesus fulfils the atoning mission (cf Is 53:10) of the suffering Servant, who
will "make many righteous; and he shall bear their iniquities" (Is 53:11; cf. Rom 5:19).

629 To the benefit of every man, Jesus Christ tasted death (cf Heb 2:9). It is truly the Son of God made man who died and was buried.

630 During Christ's period in the tomb, his divine person continued to assume both his soul and his body, although they were separated from each other by death. For
this reason the dead Christ's body "saw no corruption" (Acts 13:37).

636 By the expression "He descended into hell", the Apostles' Creed confesses that Jesus did really die and through his death for us conquered death and the devil "who
has the power of death" (Heb 2:14).

637 In his human soul united to his divine person, the dead Christ went down to the realm of the dead. He opened heaven's gates for the just who had gone before him.

656 Faith in the Resurrection has as its object an event which as historically attested to by the disciples, who really encountered the Risen One. At the same time, this
event is mysteriously transcendent insofar as it is the entry of Christ's humanity into the glory of God.

657 The empty tomb and the linen cloths lying there signify in themselves that by God's power Christ's body had escaped the bonds of death and corruption. They
prepared the disciples to encounter the Risen Lord.

658 Christ, "the first-born from the dead" (Col 1:18), is the principle of our own resurrection, even now by the justification of our souls (cf Rom 6:4), and one day
by the new life he will impart to our bodies (cf Rom 8:11).

CATECISMO DE LA IGLESIA CATOLICA
619 "Cristo muri6 por nuestros pecados segan las Escrituras"(1 Co 15, 3).

620 Nuestra salvacion procede de la iniciativa del amor de Dios hacia nosotros porque "1 nos amé y nos envio a su Hijo como propiciacién por nuestros pecados" (1
Jn 4, 10). "En Cristo estaba Dios reconciliando al mundo consigo" (2 Co 5, 19).

621 Jesus se ofreci6 libremente por nuestra salvacion. Este don lo significa y lo realiza por anticipado durante la Gltima cena: "Este es mi cuerpo que va a ser entregado
por vosotros" (Lc 22, 19).

622 La redencion de Cristo consiste en que El "ha venido a dar su vida como rescate por muchos" (Mt 20, 28), es decir "a amar a los suyos [...] hasta el extremo" (Jn
13, 1) para que ellos fuesen "rescatados de la conducta necia heredada de sus padres” (1 P 1, 18).

623 Por su obediencia amorosa a su Padre, "hasta la muerte [...] de cruz" (Flp 2, 8), Jests cumplio la mision expiatoria (cf. Is 53, 10) del Siervo doliente que "justifica
a muchos cargando con las culpas de ellos" (Is 53, 11; cf. Rm 5, 19).

629 Jesls gusto la muerte para bien de todos (cf. Hb 2, 9). Es verdaderamente el Hijo de Dios hecho hombre que muri6 y fue sepultado.

630 Durante el tiempo que Cristo permaneci6 en el sepulcro su Persona divina continu6 asumiendo tanto su alma como su cuerpo, separados sin embargo entre si por
causa de la muerte. Por eso el cuerpo muerto de Cristo "no conocio la corrupcion" (Hch 13,37).

656 La fe en la Resurreccion tiene por objeto un acontecimiento a la vez historicamente atestiguado por los discipulos que se encontraron realmente con el Resucitado,
y misteriosamente transcendente en cuanto entrada de la humanidad de Cristo en la gloria de Dios.

657 El sepulcro vacio y las vendas en el suelo significan por si mismas que el cuerpo de Cristo ha escapado por el poder de Dios de las ataduras de la muerte y de la
corrupcion . Preparan a los discipulos para su encuentro con el Resucitado.

658 Cristo, "el primogénito de entre los muertos" (Col 1, 18), es el principio de nuestra propia resurreccion, ya desde ahora por la justificacion de nuestra alma (cf.
Rm 6, 4), mas tarde por la vivificacion de nuestro cuerpo (cf. Rm 8, 11).
