CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH

ON THE THIRD DAY HE ROSE FROM THE DEAD

638 "We bring you the good news that what God promised to the fathers, this day he has fulfilled to us their children by raising Jesus." The Resurrection of Jesus is
the crowning truth of our faith in Christ, a faith believed and lived as the central truth by the first Christian community; handed on as fundamental by Tradition;
established by the documents of the New Testament; and preached as an essential part of the Paschal mystery along with the cross: Christ is risen from the dead! Dying,
he conquered death; To the dead, he has given life.

I. THE HISTORICAL AND TRANSCENDENT EVENT

639 The mystery of Christ's resurrection is a real event, with manifestations that were historically verified, as the New Testament bears witness. In about A.D. 56 St.
Paul could already write to the Corinthians: "I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures,
and that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the scriptures, and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the Twelve. . ." The Apostle speaks
here of the living tradition of the Resurrection which he had learned after his conversion at the gates of Damascus.

The empty tomb

640 "Why do you seck the living among the dead? He is not here, but has risen." The first element we encounter in the framework of the Easter events is the empty
tomb. In itself it is not a direct proof of Resurrection; the absence of Christ's body from the tomb could be explained otherwise. Nonetheless the empty tomb was still
an essential sign for all. Its discovery by the disciples was the first step toward recognizing the very fact of the Resurrection. This was the case, first with the holy women,
and then with Peter. The disciple "whom Jesus loved" affirmed that when he entered the empty tomb and discovered "the linen cloths lying there", "he saw and
believed". This suggests that he realized from the empty tomb's condition that the absence of Jesus' body could not have been of human doing and that Jesus had not
simply returned to earthly life as had been the case with Lazarus.

The appearances of the Risen One

641 Mary Magdalene and the holy women who came to finish anointing the body of Jesus, which had been buried in haste because the Sabbath began on the evening
of Good Friday, were the first to encounter the Risen One. Thus the women were the first messengers of Christ's Resurrection for the apostles themselves. They were
the next to whom Jesus appears: first Peter, then the Twelve. Peter had been called to strengthen the faith of his brothers, and so sees the Risen One before them; it
is on the basis of his testimony that the community exclaims: "The Lord has risen indeed, and has appeared to Simon!"

642 Everything that happened during those Paschal days involves each of the apostles - and Peter in particular - in the building of the new era begun on Easter morning.
As witnesses of the Risen One, they remain the foundation stones of his Church. the faith of the first community of believers is based on the witness of concrete men
known to the Christians and for the most part still living among them. Peter and the Twelve are the primary "witnesses to his Resurrection", but they are not the only
ones - Paul speaks clearly of more than five hundred persons to whom Jesus appeared on a single occasion and also of James and of all the apostles.

643 Given all these testimonies, Christ's Resurrection cannot be interpreted as something outside the physical order, and it is impossible not to acknowledge it as an
historical fact. It is clear from the facts that the disciples' faith was drastically put to the test by their master's Passion and death on the cross, which he had foretold. The
shock provoked by the Passion was so great that at least some of the disciples did not at once believe in the news of the Resurrection. Far from showing us a community
seized by a mystical exaltation, the Gospels present us with disciples demoralized ("looking sad") and frightened. For they had not believed the holy women returning
from the tomb and had regarded their words as an "idle tale". When Jesus reveals himself to the Eleven on Easter evening, "he upbraided them for their unbelief and
hardness of heart, because they had not believed those who saw him after he had risen."

644 Even when faced with the reality of the risen Jesus the disciples are still doubtful, so impossible did the thing seem: they thought they were seeing a ghost. "In their
joy they were still disbelieving and still wondering." Thomas will also experience the test of doubt and St. Matthew relates that during the risen Lord's last appearance
in Galilee "some doubted." Therefore the hypothesis that the Resurrection was produced by the apostles' faith (or credulity) will not hold up. On the contrary their
faith in the Resurrection was born, under the action of divine grace, from their direct experience of the reality of the risen Jesus.

The condition of Christ's risen humanity

645 By means of touch and the sharing of a meal, the risen Jesus establishes direct contact with his disciples. He invites them in this way to recognize that he is not a
ghost and above all to verify that the risen body in which he appears to them is the same body that had been tortured and crucified, for it still bears the traces of his
Passion. Yet at the same time this authentic, real body possesses the new properties of a glorious body: not limited by space and time but able to be present how and
when he wills; for Christ's humanity can no longer be confined to earth, and belongs henceforth only to the Father's divine realm. For this reason too the risen Jesus
enjoys the sovereign freedom of appearing as he wishes: in the guise of a gardener or in other forms familiar to his disciples, precisely to awaken their faith.

646 Christ's Resurrection was not a return to carthly life, as was the case with the raisings from the dead that he had performed before Easter: Jairus' daughter, the young
man of Naim, Lazarus. These actions were miraculous events, but the persons miraculously raised returned by Jesus' power to ordinary earthly life. At some particular
moment they would die again. Christ's Resurrection is essentially different. In his risen body he passes from the state of death to another life beyond time and space.
At Jesus' Resurrection his body is filled with the power of the Holy Spirit: he shares the divine life in his glorious state, so that St. Paul can say that Christ is "the man
of heaven".

The Resurrection as transcendent event

647 O truly blessed Night, sings the Exsultet of the Easter Vigil, which alone deserved to know the time and the hour when Christ rose from the realm of the dead!
But no one was an eyewitness to Christ's Resurrection and no evangelist describes it. No one can say how it came about physically. Still less was its innermost essence,
his passing over to another life, perceptible to the senses. Although the Resurrection was an historical event that could be verified by the sign of the empty tomb and
by the reality of the apostles' encounters with the risen Christ, still it remains at the very heart of the mystery of faith as something that transcends and surpasses history.
This is why the risen Christ does not reveal himself to the world, but to his disciples, "to those who came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, who are now his
witnesses to the people.”



II. THE RESURRECTION - A WORK OF THE HOLY TRINITY

648 Christ's Resurrection is an object of faith in that it is a transcendent intervention of God himself in creation and history. In it the three divine persons act together
as one, and manifest their own proper characteristics. the Father's power "raised up" Christ his Son and by doing so perfectly introduced his Son's humanity, including
his body, into the Trinity. Jesus is conclusively revealed as "Son of God in power according to the Spirit of holiness by his Resurrection from the dead". St. Paul insists
on the manifestation of God's power through the working of the Spirit who gave life to Jesus' dead humanity and called it to the glorious state of Lordship.

649 As for the Son, he effects his own Resurrection by virtue of his divine power. Jesus announces that the Son of man will have to suffer much, die, and then rise.
Elsewhere he affirms explicitly: "Ilay down my life, that  may take it again. . . Thave power to lay it down, and T have power to take it again." "We believe that Jesus
died and rose again."

650 The Fathers contemplate the Resurrection from the perspective of the divine person of Christ who remained united to his soul and body, even when these were
separated from each other by death: "By the unity of the divine nature, which remains present in each of the two components of man, these are reunited. For as death
is produced by the separation of the human components, so Resurrection is achieved by the union of the two."

III. THE MEANING AND SAVING SIGNIFICANCE OF THE RESURRECTION
651 "If Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and your faith is in vain." The Resurrection above all constitutes the confirmation of all Christ's works
and teachings. All truths, even those most inaccessible to human reason, find their justification if Christ by his Resurrection has given the definitive proof of his divine

authority, which he had promised.

652 Christ's Resurrection is the fulfilment of the promises both of the Old Testament and of Jesus himself during his earthly life. The phrase "in accordance with the
Scriptures" indicates that Christ's Resurrection fulfilled these predictions.

653 The truth of Jesus' divinity is confirmed by his Resurrection. He had said: "When you have lifted up the Son of man, then you will know that I am he." The
Resurrection of the crucified one shows that he was truly "I AM", the Son of God and God himself. So St. Paul could declare to the Jews: "What God promised to the
fathers, this he has fulfilled to us their children by raising Jesus; as also it is written in the second psalm, 'You are my Son, today I have begotten you." Christ's
Resurrection is closely linked to the Incarnation of God's Son, and is its fulfilment in accordance with God's eternal plan.

654 The Paschal mystery has two aspects: by his death, Christ liberates us from sin; by his Resurrection, he opens for us the way to a new life. This new life is above
all justification that reinstates us in God's grace, "so that as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life." Justification
consists in both victory over the death caused by sin and anew participation in grace. It brings about filial adoption so that men become Christ's brethren, as Jesus himself
called his disciples after his Resurrection: "Go and tell my brethren." We are brethren not by nature, but by the gift of grace, because that adoptive filiation gains us
a real share in the life of the only Son, which was fully revealed in his Resurrection.

655 Finally, Christ's Resurrection - and the risen Christ himself is the principle and source of our future resurrection: "Christ has been raised from the dead, the first
fruits of those who have fallen asleep. . . For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive." The risen Christ lives in the hearts of his faithful while they
await that fulfilment. In Christ, Christians "have tasted. . . the powers of the age to come" and their lives are swept up by Christ into the heart of divine life, so that
they may "live no longer for themselves but for him who for their sake died and was raised."

CATECISMO DE LA IGLESIA CATOLICA

AL TERCER DfA RESUCITO DE ENTRE LOS MUERTOS

638 "Os anunciamos la Buena Nueva de que la Promesa hecha a los padres Dios la ha cumplido en nosotros, los hijos, al resucitar a Jesas (Hch 13, 32-33). La
Resurreccion de Jesus es la verdad culminante de nuestra fe en Cristo, creida y vivida por la primera comunidad cristiana como verdad central, transmitida como
fundamental por la Tradicion, establecida en los documentos del Nuevo Testamento, predicada como parte esencial del Misterio Pascual al mismo tiempo que la Cruz:
Cristo ha resucitado de los muertos, con su muerte ha vencido a la muerte. Y a los muertos ha dado la vida. (Liturgia bizantina: Tropario del dia de Pascua)

1. El acontecimiento historico y transcendente

639 El misterio de la resurreccion de Cristo es un acontecimiento real que tuvo manifestaciones historicamente comprobadas como lo atestigua el Nuevo Testamento.
Ya san Pablo, hacia el afio 56, puede escribir alos Corintios: "Porque os transmiti, en primer lugar, lo que a mi vez recibi: que Cristo murio por nuestros pecados, segun
las Escrituras; que fue sepultado y que resucit6 al tercer dia, segan las Escrituras; que se aparecio a Cefas y luego alos Doce: "(1 Co 15, 3-4). El apostol habla aqui de
la tradicion viva de la Resurreccion que recibi6 después de su conversion a las puertas de Damasco (cf. Hch 9, 3-18).

El sepulcro vacio

640 ";Por qué buscar entre los muertos al que vive? No esta aqui, ha resucitado” (Lc 24, 5-6). En el marco de los acontecimientos de Pascua, el primer elemento que
se encuentra es el sepulcro vacio. No es en si una prueba directa. La ausencia del cuerpo de Cristo en el sepulcro podria explicarse de otro modo (cf. Jn 20,13; Mt 28,
11-15). A pesar de eso, el sepulcro vacio ha constituido para todos un signo esencial. Su descubrimiento por los discipulos fue el primer paso para el reconocimiento
del hecho de la Resurreccion. Es el caso, en primer lugar, de las santas mujeres (cf. Lc 24, 3. 22- 23), después de Pedro (cf. Lc 24, 12). "El discipulo que Jestis amaba”
(Jn 20, 2) afirma que, al entrar en el sepulcro vacio y al descubrir "las vendas en el suelo"(Jn 20, 6) "vio y creyo" (Jn 20, 8). Eso supone que constat6 en el estado del
sepulcro vacio (cf. Jn 20, 5-7) que la ausencia del cuerpo de Jests no habia podido ser obra humana y que Jests no habia vuelto simplemente a una vida terrenal como
habia sido el caso de Lazaro (cf. Jn 11, 44).

Las apariciones del Resucitado

641 Maria Magdalena y las santas mujeres, que iban a embalsamar el cuerpo de Jests (cf. Mc 16,1; Lc 24, 1) enterrado a prisa en la tarde del Viernes Santo por la llegada
del Sabado (cf. Jn 19, 31. 42) fueron las primeras en encontrar al Resucitado (cf. Mt 28, 9-10; Jn 20, 11-18). Asi las mujeres fueron las primeras mensajeras de la
Resurreccion de Cristo para los propios Apostoles (cf. Lc 24, 9-10). Jests se apareci6 en seguida a ellos, primero a Pedro, después a los Doce (cf. 1 Co 15, 5). Pedro,
llamado a confirmar en la fe a sus hermanos (cf. Lc 22, 31-32), ve por tanto al Resucitado antes que los demas y sobre su testimonio es sobre el que la comunidad
exclama: "{Es verdad! {El Sefior ha resucitado y se ha aparecido a Simon!" (Lc 24, 34).

642 Todo lo que sucedi6 en estas jornadas pascuales compromete a cada uno de los Apostoles —y a Pedro en particular— en la construccion de la era nueva que
comenzo6 en la mafiana de Pascua. Como testigos del Resucitado, los Apostoles son las piedras de fundacion de su Iglesia. La fe de la primera comunidad de creyentes
se funda en el testimonio de hombres concretos, conocidos de los cristianos y de los que la mayor parte atn vivian entre ellos. Estos "testigos de la Resurreccion de
Cristo" (cf. Hch 1, 22) son ante todo Pedro y los Doce, pero no solamente ellos: Pablo habla claramente de mas de quinientas personas a las que se aparecio6 Jests en
una sola vez, ademas de Santiago y de todos los Apostoles (cf. 1 Co 15, 4-8).

643 Ante estos testimonios es imposible interpretar la Resurreccion de Cristo fuera del orden fisico, y no reconocerlo como un hecho historico. Sabemos por los hechos
que la fe de los discipulos fue sometida a la prueba radical de la pasion y de la muerte en cruz de su Maestro anunciada por £l de antemano (cf. Lc 22, 31-32). Lasacudida

provocada por la pasion fue tan grande que los discipulos (por lo menos, algunos de ellos) no creyeron tan pronto en la noticia de la resurreccion. Los evangelios, lejos
de mostrarnos una comunidad arrobada por una exaltacion mistica, nos presentan a los discipulos abatidos ("la cara sombria": Lc 24, 17) y asustados (cf. Jn 20, 19).
Por eso no creyeron a las santas mujeres que regresaban del sepulcro y "sus palabras les parecian como desatinos" (Lc 24, 11; cf. Mc 16, 11. 13). Cuando Jests se
manifiesta a los once en la tarde de Pascua "les echo en cara su incredulidad y su dureza de cabeza por no haber creido a quienes le habian visto resucitado" (Mc 16, 14).

644 Tan imposible les parece la cosa que, incluso puestos ante la realidad de Jests resucitado, los discipulos dudan todavia (cf. Lc 24, 38): creen ver un espiritu (cf. Le
24, 39). "No acaban de creerlo a causa de la alegria y estaban asombrados" (Lc 24, 41). Tomas conocera la misma prueba de la duda (cf. Jn 20, 24-27) y, en su tltima
aparicion en Galilea referida por Mateo, "algunos sin embargo dudaron" (Mt 28, 17). Por esto la hipotesis seglin la cual la resurreccion habria sido un "producto” de
la fe (o de la credulidad) de los apostoles no tiene consistencia. Muy al contrario, su fe en la Resurreccion nacio —bajo la accion de la gracia divina— de la experiencia
directa de la realidad de Jests resucitado.

El estado de la humanidad resucitada de Cristo

645 Jesus resucitado establece con sus discipulos relaciones directas mediante el tacto (cf. Lc 24, 39; Jn 20, 27) y el compartir la comida (cf. Lc 24, 30. 41-43; Jn 21,
9. 13-15). Les invita asi a reconocer que ¢l no es un espiritu (cf. Lc 24, 39), pero sobre todo a que comprueben que el cuerpo resucitado con el que se presenta ante
ellos es el mismo que ha sido martirizado y crucificado, ya que sigue llevando las huellas de su pasion (cf Lc 24, 40; Jn 20, 20. 27). Este cuerpo auténtico y real posee
sin embargo al mismo tiempo, las propiedades nuevas de un cuerpo glorioso: no esta situado en el espacio ni en el tiempo, pero puede hacerse presente a su voluntad
donde quiere y cuando quiere (cf. Mt 28, 9. 16-17; Lc 24, 15. 36; Jn 20, 14. 19. 26; 21, 4) porque su humanidad ya no puede ser retenida en la tierra y no pertenece
ya mas que al dominio divino del Padre (cf. Jn 20, 17). Por esta razon también Jests resucitado es soberanamente libre de aparecer como quiere: bajo la apariencia de

un jardinero (cf. Jn 20, 14-15) o "bajo otra figura" (Mc 16, 12) distinta de la que les era familiar a los discipulos, y eso para suscitar su fe (cf. Jn 20, 14. 16; 21, 4. 7).

646 La Resurreccion de Cristo no fue un retorno a la vida terrena como en el caso de las resurrecciones que ¢l habia realizado antes de Pascua: la hija de Jairo, el joven
de Naim, Lazaro. Estos hechos eran acontecimientos milagrosos, pero las personas afectadas por el milagro volvian a tener, por el poder de Jesus, una vida terrena
"ordinaria". En cierto momento, volveran a morir. La Resurreccion de Cristo es esencialmente diferente. En su cuerpo resucitado, pasa del estado de muerte a otra
vida mas alla del tiempo y del espacio. En la Resurreccion, el cuerpo de Jests se llena del poder del Espiritu Santo; participa de la vida divina en el estado de su gloria,
tanto que san Pablo puede decir de Cristo que es "el hombre celestial” (cf. 1 Co 15, 35-50).

La Resurreccion como acontecimiento transcendente

647 ";Que noche tan dichosa —canta el Exultet de Pascua—, s6lo ella conoci6 el momento en que Cristo resucit6 de entre los muertos!". En efecto, nadie fue testigo
ocular del acontecimiento mismo de la Resurreccion y ningtin evangelista lo describe. Nadie puede decir como sucedio fisicamente. Menos atn, su esencia mas intima,
el pasoaotra vida, fue perceptible alos sentidos. Acontecimiento histérico demostrable por la sefial del sepulcro vacio y por larealidad de los encuentros de los Apostoles
con Cristo resucitado, no por ello la Resurreccion pertenece menos al centro del Misterio de la fe en aquello que transciende y sobrepasa a la historia. Por eso, Cristo
resucitado no se manifiesta al mundo (cf. Jn 14, 22) sino a sus discipulos, "a los que habian subido con ¢l desde Galilea a Jerusalén y que ahora son testigos suyos ante

el pueblo" (Hch 13, 31).

II. La Resurreccion obra de la Santisima Trinidad

648 La Resurreccion de Cristo es objeto de fe en cuanto es una intervencion transcendente de Dios mismo en la creacion y en la historia. En ella, las tres Personas divinas
actlian juntas a la vez y manifiestan su propia originalidad. Se realiza por el poder del Padre que "ha resucitado" (Hch 2, 24) a Cristo, su Hijo, y de este modo ha
introducido de manera perfecta su humanidad —con su cuerpo— en la Trinidad. Jests se revela definitivamente "Hijo de Dios con poder, segtn el Espiritu de santidad,
por su resurreccion de entre los muertos" (Rm 1, 3-4). San Pablo insiste en la manifestacion del poder de Dios (cf. Rm 6, 4; 2 Co 13, 4; Flp 3, 10; Ef 1, 19-22; Hb
7, 16) por la accion del Espiritu que ha vivificado la humanidad muerta de Jests y la ha llamado al estado glorioso de Sefior.

649 En cuanto al Hijo, ¢l realiza su propia Resurreccion en virtud de su poder divino. Jests anuncia que el Hijo del hombre debera sufrir mucho, morir y luego resucitar
(sentido activo del término) (cf. Mc 8, 3159, 9-31; 10, 34). Por otra parte, ¢l afirma explicitamente: "Doy mi vida, pararecobrarla de nuevo ... Tengo poder para darla
y poder para recobrarla de nuevo" (Jn 10, 17-18). "Creemos que Jests murio y resucito” (1 Ts 4, 14).

650 Los Padres contemplan la Resurreccion a partir de la persona divina de Cristo que permaneci6 unida a su alma y a su cuerpo separados entre si por la muerte: "Por
la unidad de la naturaleza divina que permanece presente en cada una de las dos partes del hombre, las que antes estaban separadas y segregadas, éstas se unen de nuevo.
Asi la muerte se produce por la separacion del compuesto humano, y la Resurreccion por la union de las dos partes separadas” (San Gregorio de Nisa, De tridui inter
mortem et resurrectionem Domini nostri lesu Christi spatio; cf. también DS 325; 359; 369; 539).

1II. Sentido y alcance salvifico de la Resurreccion
651 "Sino resucit6 Cristo, vana es nuestra predicacion, vana también vuestra fe"(1 Co 15, 14). La Resurreccion constituye ante todo la confirmacion de todo lo que
Cristo hizo y ensen6. Todas las verdades, incluso las mas inaccesibles al espiritu humano, encuentran su justificacion si Cristo, al resucitar, ha dado la prueba definitiva
de su autoridad divina segtin lo habia prometido.

652 La Resurreccion de Cristo es camplimiento de las promesas del Antiguo Testamento (cf. Le 24, 26-27. 44-48) y del mismo Jests durante su vida terrenal (cf. Mt
28, 6; Mc 16, 7; Lc 24, 6-7). La expresion "segln las Escrituras" (cf. 1 Co 15, 3-4 y el Simbolo Niceno-Constantinopolitano. DS 150) indica que la Resurreccion de
Cristo cumpli6 estas predicciones.

653 La verdad de la divinidad de Jesus es confirmada por su Resurreccion. £l habfa dicho: "Cuando hayais levantado al Hijo del hombre, entonces sabréis que Yo Soy"
(Jn 8, 28). La Resurreccion del Crucificado demostro que verdaderamente, ¢él era "Yo Soy", el Hijo de Dios y Dios mismo. San Pablo pudo decir a los judios: «La
Promesa hecha a los padres Dios la ha cumplido en nosotros [...] al resucitar a Jestis, como esta escrito en el salmo primero: "Hijo mio eres tii; yo te he engendrado
hoy"» (Hch 13, 32-33; cf. Sal 2, 7). La Resurreccion de Cristo esta estrechamente unida al misterio de la Encarnacion del Hijo de Dios: es su plenitud segan el designio
eterno de Dios.

654 Hay un doble aspecto en el misterio pascual: por su muerte nos libera del pecado, por su Resurreccion nos abre el acceso a una nueva vida. Esta es, en primer lugar,
lajustificacion que nos devuelve a la gracia de Dios (cf. Rm 4, 25) "a fin de que, al igual que Cristo fue resucitado de entre los muertos [...] asi también nosotros vivamos
una nueva vida" (Rm 6, 4). Consiste en la victoria sobre la muerte y el pecado y en la nueva participacion en la gracia (cf. Ef 2, 4-5; 1 P 1, 3). Realiza la adopcion filial
porque los hombres se convierten en hermanos de Cristo, como Jests mismo llama a sus discipulos después de su Resurreccion: "Id, avisad a mis hermanos" (Mt 28,
10; Jn 20, 17). Hermanos no por naturaleza, sino por don de la gracia, porque esta filiacion adoptiva confiere una participacion real en la vida del Hijo tnico, la que
ha revelado plenamente en su Resurreccion.

655 Por tltimo, la Resurreccion de Cristo —y el propio Cristo resucitado— es principio y fuente de nuestra resurreccion futura: " Cristo resucito de entre los muertos
como primicias de los que durmieron [...] del mismo modo que en Adan mueren todos, asi también todos reviviran en Cristo" (1 Co 15, 20-22). En la espera de que
esto se realice, Cristo resucitado vive en el corazén de sus fieles. En El los cristianos saborean [...]los prodigios del mundo futuro” (Hb 6,5) y su vida es arrastrada
por Cristo al seno de la vida divina (cf. Col 3, 1-3) para que ya no vivan para si los que viven, sino para aquel que muri6 y resucito6 por ellos" (2 Co 5, 15).
